The Samohi Library has more than 35,000 books, plus
periodical subscriptions, PC and Mac computers with
Internet access, online databases, two copy machines,
printers and an automated catalog system. The library is
curriculum-driven, and the library staff work closely with
teachers when choosing books for the collection or
collaborating to integrate research and technology into
the curriculum. There is always a certificated teacher
on hand to help students. When conducting research,
students will have the benefit of using the numerous
print reference resources or accessing databases,
which include: 6 Proquest databases, SIRS,
CultureGrams, World Book Online, and Galenet e-
books. Using databases is preferable to using search
engines (like Yahoo and Google) because information is
reviewed by experts and geared towards scholarship.

Academic Requirements
Please refer to the Samohi Course Catalog for more
information on academic requirements and course
descriptions. Students should also consult with advisors
to plan schedules.

Academic Honesty Policy: According to Samohi
policy, personal integrity is basic to all solid
achievement and students will reach their full potential
only by being honest with themselves and others.
Students must know that their teachers will not ignore or
condone academic dishonesty and that every incident
will be penalized. A complete copy of the policy is
available by contacting the administration.
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Samohi Graduation Requirements: To graduate, a
student must earn 220 credits in grades 9-12 and must
pass the California High School Exit Exam. Seniors who
are absent 20 days or more will not be permitted to
participate in graduation ceremonies. The course
requirements are:

English: Four years of English in grades 9-12. The
required courses are English 9,10,11,12. See English
Department course listing for specific courses.
Mathematics: Three years of mathematics in grades 9-
12 with four semesters to be taken in grades 10-12.
Science: Two years of science in grades 9-12: one year
must be a life science; one year must be a physical
science.

Social Studies: Pass three years of social studies in
grades 9-12 including two semesters of World History;
two semesters of U.S. History or its equivalent; one
semester of Economics; one semester of U.S.
Government.

Physical Education: Pass four semesters of Physical
Education, two of which are taken in grade 9.

Music, Arts or Language: One year of music, art,
theater arts or modern and classical languages.
Freshman Seminar: One year, grade 9 (meets State
Health Requirement).

College Requirements: Students must complete
additional courses in order to satisfy four-year college,
California State University and University of California
entrance requirements. For example, University of
California ‘A-G’ requirements and recommendations:
English: Four years

Science: Two years (one year life science and one year
physical science); three years recommended
Mathematics: Three years; four years recommended
Social Studies/History: Two years; three years
recommended

Language: Two years in same language; three years
recommended

Visual or Performing Arts: One year; Class of 2006
required to take one year, same subject & department.
In order to meet the UC “f’ requirement, the classes
must be from a single VPA discipline (dance,
drama/theater, music, or visual art).

College Prep Electives: One year; two years
recommended

California High School Exit Exam: Students are
required to pass the California High School Exit Exam
(CAHSEE) to graduate from a California High School.
There are two components to the exam: Math and
English. There will be multiple opportunities to pass this
exam, beginning in 10th grade. Tutoring opportunities
will be made available for all students who have
difficulty passing the exam.

District and School Policies
The Santa Monica-Malibu Unified School District
recognizes the importance of clearly defined policies
and procedures concerning student behavior and
discipline in a quality education program. School
disciplinary measures should guide students into
acceptable forms of behavior, develop and strengthen
their ability to become self-disciplined, and aid in
providing a suitable environment for instruction. For

PROCEDURES FOR ABSENCES AND LEAVING
EARLY

Please follow the guidelines below for students returning
after an absence or for taking students out of school
early.

Absence from School: Students are to return to
school with a signed parent note that includes the
reason for the absence, date of absence, period(s)
absent (if less than the entire day), and a phone number
where the parent can be reached for verification. The
Attendance Office opens every morning at 7:30 a.m.
Students should arrive earlier than usual to obtain a re-
admit slip in order to make it to class on time.

Readmits: Readmits will be issued in House Offices by
Student Support Advisors. Students needing a readmit
for Period A are to go to the College Center desk.

Leaving Early: Parents are to write notes in advance
for students who depart early from school. The note
should include date and time for leaving school, the
reason for leaving early, and a phone number where the
parent can be reached for verification. Students are to
leave the note in the Attendance Office between 7:30
a.m. and 8:15 a.m. so that a pass can be ready by the
time of departure. If the student becomes ill during the
school day the Health Office must release them first.
Students who leave campus early without a pass from
either the Attendance Office or the Health Office are
considered truant even if they bring a parent note the
following day. The Attendance Office or the Health
Office must release students who leave campus early.

Truancy: When a student is absent from school without
the parent’s knowledge or permission, the absence is
considered a truancy and is not excused by the school.
Students who exhibit a continual problem with
attendance will be referred to the Student Attendance
Review Board (SARB).

Truancy Consequences: Truancies for one or more
periods will result in an assignment to Saturday School
from 8 a.m. until noon.

Tardiness, Detention, & Saturday School: Academic
success is directly correlated to attendance and tardies.
Administrators, advisors, security, teachers, students
and parents must work together to make sure students
are present and on time to each class of the day.
Students failing to serve detentions or Saturday School
are considered to have "willfully defied the valid
authority of school officials" (EC 48900 K): and may be
suspended from school.

Leaving School Without Permission: Leaving school
without permission is treated as a truancy. Truancies
from one or more periods will result in an assignment to
Saturday School from 8 a.m. until noon. Notes from
parents after the fact are invalid and will not be honored.
For example, students with off-campus lunch passes
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who fail to return to campus and return the next day with
a parental note, are still considered truant. The note will
not be accepted after the fact.

Becoming Sick During the Day: Students are not to
leave school without first going to the Health Office. This
includes lunchtime. The school nurse will contact a
parent/guardian to release the student from school. ltis
imperative that the nurse has an accurate Emergency
Health Card on file for each student.

Lunch Pass Policy: Ninth grade students will not be
issued off-campus lunch passes. All students in grades
10-12 need to remember that an off-campus lunch pass
is a privilege available to students only when a parent
goes to the Attendance Office or the House Office in
person to sign an off-campus pass. This pass can be
revoked at any time for violations of school rules or
chronic tardiness. To receive a lunch pass for second
semester, a student must have no school obligations.

Work Permits: Children between the ages of 12 and
18 must obtain a work permit before they can work.
Work permits are issued by the school district through
the ROP office at 310-395-9493 or 310-395-3204, ext.
457. To qualify for a permit, students must maintain
satisfactory attendance (85%), discipline standards and
a minimum 2.0 GPA without any failing grades.

Dress Code: In accordance with policy set forth by the
Santa Monica-Malibu Board of Education (BP 5132),
students shall not express themselves in ways that are
“obscene, libelous, or slanderous.” In its desire to keep
district schools and students free from the harmful
influence of gangs, the board also prohibits “the
presence of any apparel, jewelry, accessory, notebook
or manner of grooming which by virtue of its color,
arrangement, trademark or any other attribute, denotes
membership in any such group.” Any student who
deviates from accepted standards set forth in this policy
will be required to dress properly for the classroom
before he/she will be readmitted.

Hats: Students are allowed to wear hats outside of
classrooms and buildings in order to protect themselves
from the damaging effects of the sun. Hats must be
appropriate and cannot be disruptive to learning.
Students are to remove hats in buildings and
classrooms. School administrators reserve the right to
ask students to remove hats deemed inappropriate in
the school setting. In addition, other headgear,
including bandanas, is not permitted.

Beepers/Pagers and Cellular Telephones: Students
are allowed to possess electronic signaling devices
and/or cellular telephones but they may not be used
during the school day. Cell phones may only be used
before and after school or during lunch time. They may
not be used during the school day including passing
periods and breaks. Students who violate the use policy
may have their electronic devices or phones
confiscated. The school takes no responsibility for lost
or stolen phones. This policy is currently under review
by the school board.

Santa Monica High School

Tobacco-Free Campus: The Board of Education finds
and declares that it is in the best interest of the Santa
Monica-Malibu Unified School District, its students and
employees, and the public to:
* Prohibit the use of tobacco products in all district
facilities and vehicles

* Prohibit the use of tobacco products at all times on
district grounds.
This prohibition applies to all employees, students,
visitors and other persons at any activity or athletic
event on property owned, leased or rented by or from
the district.

Vandalism: Destruction of school property is a serious
offense and a violation of the Education Code and will
result in a student being referred for suspension or
expulsion. Additionally, a student may become
ineligible to participate in any school-sponsored activity
or event such as prom, graduation, athletics, clubs,
concerts and other extra or co-curricular events.
Hazing Policy: Traditionally a rite of passage for
initiation or pre-initiation into a student organization,
“hazing” is forbidden. The California Education Code
Section 32051 states:

No student, or other persons in attendance at any
public, private, parochial, or military school,
community college, college, or other educational
institution, shall conspire to engage in hazing,
participate in hazing, or commit any act that causes
or is likely to cause bodily danger, physical harm, or
personal degradation or disgrace resulting in
physical or mental harm to any fellow student or
person attending the institution.

Sexual Harassment: The Board of Education prohibits
sexual harassment of any student by any person.
Teachers shall discuss this policy with their students in
age-appropriate ways and students will be taught that
they need not endure any form of sexual harassment.
Any student who engages in sexual harassment may be
subject to disciplinary action up to and including
expulsion. Any employee who permits or engages in
sexual harassment may be subject to disciplinary action
up to and including dismissal.

Fighting: In order to ensure a safe campus, all
students are expected to refrain from violent physical
contacts with other students. Students are expected to
enlist the assistance of adults on campus in order to
mediate conflicts that may result in a physical
confrontation. Students who engage in fights on
campus are automatically suspended from school.

Controlled Substance Policy: SMMUSD’s Controlled
Substance Policy details consequences for students
who possess, use, or sell controlled substances,
alcoholic beverages, or intoxicants of any kind.
Students are notified of the district’s policy in the
beginning of the school year. New students are notified
when registering for school. Students are reminded that
when hard evidence exists, students may be
involuntarily transferred.

First Offense

+ School suspension - 5 days maximum

» Academic probation for 10 weeks (including
sports, clubs and school performances)
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* 24 hours mandatory student counseling

* 12 hours parent counseling

* 40 hours community service

* Permit revoked for permit students

Second Offense

* Transfer
Students selling controlled substances will be referred to
Expulsion Board. Please refer to the district’s policy for
a more detailed explanation.

Weapons Policy: SMMUSD’s Weapons Policy details
consequences for students who possess and/or use
weapons. Students who violate the policy are subject to
suspension and/or expulsion. Please refer to the
district’s policy for a more detailed explanation.

Traffic, Parking and Emergency Procedures
Drop-off, Pick-up and Parking: Samohi and the Santa
Monica Police Department are working together to
promote the safety of students, families and staff.
Please be considerate of Samohi’s neighbors. Safe
places to drop-off and pick-up your students are:

« Along the west side of Seventh Street (please
do not double park or stop in the crosswalk or
driveway)

» On Olympic Blvd. (eastbound)

* The north parking lot

* Along the curb on Michigan

The Santa Monica Police Department will issue
citations for the following offenses:

« Stopping on Pico Blvd. between Lincoln Blvd.
and Fourth Street

* Double or triple parking on Olympic Blvd.

* Any U-Turns at Seventh and Michigan or on
Seventh Street

« Stopping on Seventh Street (northbound)

Parking When Visiting School: All gates are locked
8:20 a.m. to 3:16 p.m. except the 6th & Pico gate which
is open to traffic and pick-up all day. If you are picking
up a sick child, limited parking is available at 6th &
Pico. If you are visiting school for a longer period,
parking is available in the North/Student parking lot.
Sign in, show your driver’s license and the security
officer will show you where to park. During Back to
School Night, Open House, PTSA meetings and other
evening school events, all lots will be open after faculty

and staff have parked. Additional parking is usually
available at the Civic Auditorium.

Student Parking Permits: At a lottery conducted
during the first month of each semester; some seniors
receive permits for parking in the North/Student parking
lot for the semester.

Emergency Procedures: In preparation for a real
emergency or disaster, periodic emergency drills are
conducted to ensure that our safety procedures are
understood and correctly implemented.

1. A *“drop, cover and hold” command is given to
students, who then seek cover under desks and tables.
They are also instructed to move away from buildings
and overhead structures.

2. Students and staff evacuate classrooms and move
to an evacuation assembly area.

3. The school Principal establishes a command
center. A first-aid station is set up and emergency
supplies are distributed.

4. All gates except the “Reunion Gate” are locked.
Main utility lines are inspected and shut off if
necessary. “Reunion Gate” is located off of Fourth
Street at the Double Tree Gate; park at the Civic Center
and walk across Fourth to sign out your student.
Parent/Guardian needs to bring proof of identification
and must be listed on the student's Emergency Card.

5. “Sweep and Rescue” teams inspect all
classrooms, offices, closets, restrooms, library, labs and
other work spaces. Reports are made to the command
center.

6. Injuries are assessed and first aid is administered
by qualified personnel. A damage estimate is also
taken. The district “Emergency Operations Center” is
contacted by radio or telephone. The fire department
and paramedics are summoned, if necessary. Portable
radios are tuned to radio stations KFWB (980 AM), KNX
(1070 AM) or KCRW (89.9 FM) to determine the extent
of damage to outlying areas. Students will be released
only to those individuals who are named on the
emergency card. To pick up students, parents or
guardians should report to the Reunion Gate. Students
will not be released without parental authorization. No
student will be permitted to walk or bike home. Itis
essential that parents keep emergency card information
up to date.

Permisos de Trabajo ver Programa Regional
de Ocupacion (ROP),

Reglamento de Vestimenta

Escuela Libre de Tabaco

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*hazing” ¢ iniciacién, y cometa un acto que cause
6 pueda causar dafio corporal 6 fisico,
degradacion personal lo cual resulte en dafios
fisicos 6 mentales a cualquier persona 6
estudiante que atienda la institucion.

Acoso Sexual

La Mesa Directiva prohibe el acoso sexual a
cualquier estudiante por parte de una persona.

Todas
las lineas de electricidad, gas y agua seran
inspeccionadas y cerradas si es necesario. En
caso de emergencia la salida para reunirse o venir
a buscar a su estudiante esta localizada en la
calle 4 (cerca del Doubletree Hotel). Los padres y
guardianes tienen que presentar prueba de
identificacion.

5. Un equipo especializado en rescate
inspeccionara todos los salones, oficinas,
bafnos bibliotecas, laboratorios y otras sitio de
trabajo. Se reportaran al Centro de Mando.

6. Todos los heridos seran evaluados y se les
daran los primeros auxilios por el personal
calificado. También se hara una evaluacion del
dafio.
